I'm working on another YouTube video. It will be
up sometimes this month. Besides the sound
quality on the second (reading) YouTube, I'm not
so sure about the reading. It certainly wouldn't
take any dramatic reading awards. Maybe one
from High Tide this time.

One on my
website, one on YouTube, and one on my digital
business card (mini CD disk).

When we write well enough to create a following
of fans, our name gets known. Celebrities are the
exception, they have the name then they, or
someone else, write a book. Some people write
for fame or money—or both.

The fact is, most of us write for our books to be
enjoyed; we're storytellers by nature. The real
payoff is the romance between writer &
reader.

Kathryn & Co. News: Do you have
questions about Kathryn and friends or the
books. I'd like to hear them. (Yes, really.)

In a recent conversation with Deb Harris (Mrs.
Phil Harris, writer), I asked Deb if High Tide was
too dark. Here is her answer:

I thought it was perfect. If people want light,
airy, happily-ever-after, totally mindless stuff,
they should just buy the tabloids...I found your
books to be the perfect balance of gritty reality
and the ‘nice stuff in life.” The world isn't always
pretty; it's the people in it that make it beautiful.

Writers have moods just like anyone else. Those
emotions find their way into our books. As much
as fiction is just that, not real, it still manages to
mirror life. The genre doesn't matter, societies
are judged by the art they leave behind.

High Tide does chronicle Kathryn's love for
Ioseph, but more than that, it tells of a society
which allows people to stuffer in homelessness; a
government leader who was ignorant of the
devastation of AIDS and failed to act until years
after AIDS had reached an epidemic status; and
the Samaritan quality of individuals addressing
the hard issues of our modern world.



My books are about people, the human
condition, social issues, relationships, and the
desire to make one’s life matter for more than
individual interests.

Deb “got it.” That's the payoff for me. I love
connecting with the characters and the story.
Connecting with readers is the ultimate intimate
thrill. Readers have read my thoughts and looked
into my very soul, seeing what I think of things
and what I hope of life, for each of us & all of us.
